American Choral Directors Association (ACDA) is a nonprofit music-education organization and its purpose is to promote excellence in choral music through performance, composition, publication, research, and teaching. ACDA also aim for arts support to raise choral music's position in America. 
The membership consists of choral directors who represent more than one million singers across the United States. The members teach choral music in public and private schools, from kindergarten through university levels. They conduct a variety of choral groups, including children's choirs, men's and women's choruses, ethnic choirs, vocal-jazz ensembles, and symphony choruses. They also conduct choirs in their communities and at churches. Membership is established by submitting a membership application and annual dues. For students to join, just simply submit the New Membership online form and pay thirty-five dollars fee. And for the professional musicians, the dues are ninety-five dollars. There are many types of dues depend on different organizations. 
The related organizations for ACDA are the Student Chapters in colleges and universities around the United States. ACDA is divided into seven geographic regions, in addition to fifty State chapters. One of the chapters is University of Michigan School of Music. ACDA offers conferences at the State, Division, and National levels. National conferences are offered in March of odd-numbered years while the seven Division conferences take place in February and March of even-numbered years. There will be concert performances by skilled choirs, educational clinics by experts, and exhibits by music-industry representatives, ACDA offers its members a very diverse and practical opportunity where to develop their skills and professional knowledge.
