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Mrs. Kim is my high school piano teacher; she studied at The Juilliard School and is a very professional music teacher. I thanked her very much because she had a lot of patience and never gave up on me. I interviewed her because I know she will give me the most helpful answers. 


The first question is: What brings you the most joy in your job? Mrs. Kim: I feel so rewarded when a young child comes to me knowing nothing about music then develops into a fine pianist within a few years. I enjoy watching them grow in person as well as in music. 
The second question: What do you wish you had done more of in your undergraduate experience to prepare you for your current job? Mrs. Kim: The school I went to (The Juilliard School) emphasized performance rather than teaching, so not much was taught in teaching. It would have been more helpful initially if I paid more attention to how professors approached lessons.
The third question: What professional development opportunities do you suggest would be most valuable to me now or in the near future? Mrs. Kim: Perhaps more opportunities to watch master classes and spend time teaching young children.

The last question that I asked Mrs. Kim was: What is your teaching philosophy? Mrs. Kim: My Teaching styles and methods change, so it is important to review the philosophy from time to time, update it, and make changes when necessary. Be definite about your beliefs, but remember to stay open to change and growth. My teaching philosophy is to be patient but strict at the same time. It is important to push children in order for them to grow but teachers always need to be patient. 

After interviewing Mrs. Kim, I really learned a lot from her. In my eyes, she is the greatest piano teacher and is my role model forever.
